   However, beside empire-of-the sun natives, the event also welcomes athletes from all four corners of the world.

SLOPESTYLE “KAMIKAZE” CONTEST	
This year, Kumi Yama is focusing solely on slopestyle, which means no superpipe contest.
The event is divided in two, one day of amateur contests and one day for pros. 
The highlight of the event, this “kamikaze” slopestyle contest in teams of three presents its “arcade issue” of a much longer, crazier edition.
Both categories, the snowboard and the freeski, will first have teams compete in three jam sessions in order to qualify for the final round.
Then, each qualified team will compete battle-style. The heat is on!
The awards ceremony will take place in Les 2 Alpes at “place de l’OT”. Profits from drinks will be donated to Japan’s disaster victims.
Later in the evening, sake will be served with its accompaniments.
